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Park’s Predicament

South Korea’s Parliament passed a law last
Thursday (Jan 5) specifying a Special Prose-
cutor to investigate the corruption case
against the President. The opposition con-
trolled National Assembly also passed a simi-
lar bill by a vote 196 to 10 with 14 abstaining.
It came as state prosecutors prepared to in-
dict Park’s friend Choi Soon-sil. " Since Park
has already been impeached (Dec 9) the fear
lies among the public that this might trigger
a backlash from conservative voters and
have a negative impact on next year’s presi-
dential election.

She has 15 months left in her term. If she
resigns before it ends, an election must be
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held within 60 days. In any event, if she is
removed by the Constitutional Court, by a
special prosecutor, or by her resignation, a
new president must be elected. Among the
potential candidates (see previous issue) is
Ban Ki-moon who has name recognition.

At this point, the public is doubtful that the
professional politicians are capable of han-
dling Korea'’s tangled position of intractable,
interlocking, and mutually contradictory is-
sues of economic growth, expanding public
welfare, decreasing exports, and the pen-
sioner’s problem, and would prefer an

‘outsider’.

As if that wasn’'t enough for the ROK, on
January 20, Donald Trump, became the 45th
president of the United States causing alarm
and consternation among dozens of our al-
lies.
