He 
noted that his visit to Norfolk to commemo-
rate the Korean support of the US Forces in 
Vietnam was a continuation of the US role in 
saving Korea a decade earlier.  Mr. Park noted 
that the Korean War veterans looked very well 
after all these years and attributed this fact to 
the loving care from the veterans® wives.
