Operation Ripper was preceeded by the
largest artillery bombardment of the Korean
War. Going up the middle, the US 25th Di-
vision quickly crossed the Han River to es-
tablish a fire base. Further east the IX Corps
reached it ®s objecti
made another advance three days later,
whereas the X Corps had some pretty hard
slugging up the east coast.

During the night of March 143 15, the
ROK1st Inf Division along with the US 3rd
Division liberated Seoul, the fourth and last
time the capital would change hands. The
CCF had to abandon the city because the
UN Forces were moving to the east and
threatened to encircle them.

Although these operations proceeded as
well as could be expected, the advance was
delayed by spring thaws, rain, and re-
freezes. This hampered the UN forces more
than the CCF because the former had many
more mechanized units than did the CCF.
In addition, the CCF had stretched their
supply lines to the limit [it works both ways]
and the communist field commanders were
pleading with their superiors for food, wa-
ter, and especially trucks to haul their casu-
alties, which were many, back to their aid
stations.

The UN forces had advanced some 30 miles
from their starting points and achieved all
their geographic objectives. But the goal of
destroying CCF forces and materiel was not
quite so successful. The enemy again
slipped away and the major supply dump at
