Memorial Day

We as a group have experienced many Memorial
Days since its establishment on May 5, 1868 and
since we came of age in the 1930s.
lished by the GAR (Grand Army of the Republic) to
remember the Northern Civil War dead by deco-
rating their graves with flowers. Maj Gen John A
Logan declared that the day, which was called
Decoration Day, would be on May 30 because
most of the flowers would be in bloom at that time
throughout the country.

Regardless of how many Memorial Days we expe-
rience, thinking of the horrific deaths of the fall-
en, living through 10,000 such commemorations
would do scant justice to their bravery and sacri-
fice. The first large observance in 1868 was held at
Arlington National Cemetery which is actually the
-front vy aGivi War Gdnergb lkee as an af-
front. Nearly all of the current cemetery can be
seen from the Custis -Lee Mansion.

There are many claimants to the origin of Memori-
al Day: Macon and Columbus GA; Richmond, VA;
Boalsburg, PA; Carbondale, IL; along with about 25
other places, mostly in the South where most of
the dead were buried. In 1966, Congress passed
and President Johnson signed a bill declaring Wa-
terloo, NY as the origin of the holiday.

By the end of the century, ceremonies were being
held on May 30
until after WW | that the day was expanded to in-
clude all those who died in all American wars. In
1971, by an act of Congress, Memorial Day was de-
clared a national holiday to be celebrated on the
last Monday in May. Then as now, small American
flags were placed on each military grave and cus-
tom has grown in many families to decorate the
graves of all their departed at this time.

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MAY 1st (May Day)

May 1st is a controversial day because of the combi-
nation of ancient spring festivities with tragic labor
movements. On this day in 1866, more than 100,000
workers of the Industrial Revolution walked off
their jobs to protest 16 hr days and 6 -day weeks.
Ther e was vi ol ence [
market Square, where several were killed. This
had no immediate effect but over time, it resulted in
our standard 8-hr day and a 5 day week. This estab-
lished the International Workers of the World
(IWW) labor union to be followed by many others
which obtained most of our modern working bene-
fits; pregnancy leave, sick leave, paid vacations,
and medical insurance to name a few.

Please try to attend as many of these programs as
possible and wear your Class A uniform or any
other garments that identify you as a Korean War
Veteran.
